Patricia A. Hauber, 63, of Harleysville, died on Wednesday August 3, 2016. Daughter of the late 

Frederick J. and Dorothy M. (née Delaney) Hauber. Pat is survived by her sisters, Dorothy 

Hauber, Mary Eddy and her honorary sister, Joanne Ragazzone. Her nephew, Daniel Eddy,

A graduate of Lansdale Catholic H.S., Pat earned education degrees from Montgomery County 

Community College, Bloomsburg University and Lehigh University, as well as elementary and 

secondary principal’s certificates. While employed as a substitute teacher with the North Penn 

School District, she and her sister Dorothy initiated the Core Team Response system that is used 

throughout the district. Pat became both the science teacher and science coordinator at St. 

Jude School in Chalfont. Her duties included teaching the school-wide drug and alcohol program 

(DARE) and Algebra as well. As an American Red Cross volunteer, she was an instructor and 

trainer of CPR. Her many awards include Who’s Who in American Education, Who’s Who 

Among Young Professionals, Who’s Who of Women Executives, Who’s Who of American 

Women and Who’s Who of Emerging Leaders.  

 

Work in the field of education also put Pat’s name in the Directory of Distinguished Leadership 

for Outstanding Service to the Teaching Profession and the International Who’s Who of 

Intellectuals.
